DIVISION 1

DECLARATIVE PROVISIONS

1. This by-law is entitled "Minor Variances By-law" of the Town of
Mount Royal.

2. This by-law applies to the entire territory of the Town of Mount
Royal.

3. This by-law applies to every legal entity in public or private law, and
every individual.

DIVISION il
INTERPRETIVE PROVISIONS

4. This by-law is interpreted in accordance with the principles enunciated
in the Interpretation Act (R.S.Q., Chapter 1-16).

The singular of words is understood to include the plural and
vice-versa, as long as neither is specified in the text.

The verb "SHALL" is used to mean an absolute obligation;
the verb "MAY' is used to indicate option.

The word "WHOEVER" or "WHOMEVER" means any legal
entity or physica1 person.
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
